(iii) Paul Burstow in the Guardian – ‘The fragile care market will collapse unless councils act quickly’. In Shropshire and North Tyneside, new approaches to front-end social care are being tried to reduce the burden on traditional services.
(iv) 50 heart failure patients across Airedale and Bradford are taking part in a telehealth pilot project that could help transform their lives (Keighley News).

(v) Sir Michael Marmot, soon to be president of World Medical Association, says social inequality in UK is costing 550 lives every day. (Guardian article).
(vi) From the U.S.: Patients with diabetes could receive discounts on their health insurance for achieving better outcomes - Google Capital has invested $32.5 million in Oscar Health Insurance, an innovative start-up to develop the approach (Forbes article).

(vii) ‘The NHS is suffering its hardest decade since its creation, three leading think-tanks have said, warning that current government spending pledges amount to the lowest 10-year growth rate the health service has ever seen. Nine in 10 hospitals in England are expected to overspend their budgets this year, potentially tipping the sector £2bn into the red’ - Independent article.
