(i) The Royal College of GPs’ has said that at current rates, it would take until 2045 to find Labour’s promised 8,000 extra GPs – and until 2034 to hire the 5,000 the Tories propose. Also, Average GP waiting times could hit two weeks by next year.

(ix) Britain could be forced to introduce internet rationing, after an expert warned it could consume the country’s entire power supply within 20 years. Experts said we were close to “filling up” the nation’s network of optical fibres for the first time ever, with the demands of popular video-streaming websites like YouTube and Netflix putting an unprecedented strain on communications infrastructure (Independent Article).
